A: A place where people live; it could be a hamlet, village, town or city


	Q: What is a site?

A: The position of a settlement in relation to such features such as rivers, hills and other settlements.
	Q: What is the threshold population?

A: The number of people needed to support a particular function

	Q: What are high order goods?

A: Goods or services that are expensive or used infrequently


	Q: What is a settlement hierarchy?

 A: When settlements are sorted in order according to size and importance.
	Q: What are low order goods?

A: The name of goods or services that are inexpensive and used frequently, they are also known as convenience goods.
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
