What makes a good essay? 
	Every paragraph should be relevant to the title of the essay.


	If you express an opinion about something, you should be able to back it up with evidence.
	Your essay should just retell the facts you have learnt in the lesson.

	You should give the reader no option but to believe you are right.
	You shouldn’t have to prove your point.


	Your introduction should relate to the essay title.


	A good essay has a carefully considered structure.
	You should skip from one topic to another in the same paragraph.
	A strong conclusion makes the reader remember your essay.

	If you use a big font it looks as if you’ve written more.
	You should let all your sentences run into each other.


	If you write more you get a better grade, even if your writing isn’t very good.

	Paragraphs are not really important.


	You should use linking words (connectives) to start new sentences.


	You should show that you understand your subject by including terms that you have learned.
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
