Step 3: Examine how some of the changes of TRF land use might impact the ecosystem.  For example, the impact on the nutrient cycle, the loss of biodiversity.
Conclusion: Outline some policies that have been implemented to conserve the TRF and what impact that it might bring.  Summarise your key points.
